December 2008 — meeting. The 4H Ham Radio Club has 3 official members and 1 unofficial
member. Genie O’Donnell is elected president. The club’s mission is threefold:

1) to get members licensed

2) to getinvolved in a community service

3) to apply for college scholarships

January 2009 — members meet twice to discuss activities. They decide to order 2 books for
members to get licensed.
