Of course there are also
premiums paid for projects shown.

WHO IS ELIGIBLE TO EXHIBIT?

Any 4-H member who is enrolled with the Schoharie County 4-H Program by May 1 may enter an exhibit in the
Sunshine Fair Junior Department. 4-H members may only exhibit 4-H projects in the county in which they are
enrolled.

Cloverbuds 1 Cloverbud members are welcome to bring their projects to be evaluated and to exhibit at the
fair. Participation will be recognized with participation ribbons; no premiums will be awarded. Cloverbuds
should enter exhibits under special cloverbud classes.

WHAT CAN BE EXHIBITED?

A complete list of projects that may be entered at the Sunshine Fair can be found in the Premium List (also

known as the Fair Book) which is available on-line in May of each year. 4-H Members can exhibit animals or

non animal projects. 4-H Cl| ubs may sign up for a club booth in th
what 4-H is all about, as well as the great things your 4-H club has been doing.

Step One: YOUOGLL NEED A PREMI UM BOOK

Books are usually available on-line by mid-May @ sunshinefair.org. The 4-H Office can print a copy of the
classes for Department 11 (Junior Department) upon request. Please give us advance notice if you would
like a copy. For open classes please contact the Cobleskill Agricultural Society at 518-234-2123 if you do not
have internet access.

Step Two: Find the Section and Classes that you want to enter in Department 11 - Junior Department:
Be sure to read the rules for each Section/Class to be sure that your exhibit meet the requirements.

Remi nder : You need to read both the gener al rul eg a
your Junior Department classes. Take your time and make sure all information is correcti some exhibits
require a card with additional information attached. Exhibits that are improperly submitted will not be awarded
premiums.

Step Three: Complete the Entry Forms

Read the top part of the entry form and fill in the blanks with your name, the date, your complete mailing
address. Animals entries are separate from non animal entries. Use a separate entry if you are also entering
exhibits in Open Classes in addition to Junior Classes.

Step Four: Turn the entry form into the Fair Office by the Deadline. There is no entry fee for Junior De-
partment Exhibits. If you are over the age of 12, be sure that you purchase an exhibitor pass that gets you
into the fairgrounds each day.

Step Five: Judging of Non Animal Exhibits (baked goods, sewing, arts &crafts, photography, vegetables,
etc.) Non animal exhibits will be judged on Wednesday, July 28 between 4 and 8 pm at the Youth Building.
Youth must be present, and able to explain their exhibit and experience to the judge in order to receive a pre-
mium. Exhibits must remain in place during the week and may be picked up at the Youth Building on Sunday
after the last day of the fair. Check the Premium Book for Judging Day details.

Step Six: Animal Shows and Exhibits

The schedule for animal shows and exhibit rotations can be found in the Premium Book. Youth must be
present at the time of judging . Exhibitors must show their own animal in Showmanship classes. Youth may
use other Jr. Department exhibitors as helpers in breed classes. See instructions in the Premium Book for
further details. Horse Show participants- be sure to check your entry form if you plan to use a stall.
